Last week’s Lesson:  God wasn’t just concerned with David being king, but with what kind of king David would be.

“Promise” – (amar)  - to utter, to say.  

Places where this same word (amar) is used for God’s promises:

Genesis 1:3  “And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light.

Genesis 1:20 “And God said, “Let the water teem with living creatures …”

Genesis 1:24 “And God said, “Let the land produce living creatures according to their kinds …”

Genesis 1:26 “Then God said, “Let us make mankind in our image, in our likeness …”
