Knowing who we are, God gave us all He is!

1. The Holy Spirit is God.

He’s not just good vibes and bad vibes.  Not merely your conscience.  Not just a force or energy of God.  Not just a God among many gods.  But just as much as the Father is God and Jesus is God, so also the Holy Spirit is God.  Let’s talk through this for a few minutes.

1. Omnipotence.

Genesis 1:2, 26 (Spirit was hovering; “let us make man in our image”)
2.  Omnipresence.      

Psalm 139:7-10 (where can I go from your Spirit?”


3.  Omniscience.

1 Corinthians  2:10-11 (He searches and knows all the deep things of God)

4.  Eternality.


Hebrews 9:14  (the eternal Spirit)

5.  Holiness.


Isaiah 6:3 (Acts 28:25-27)

Application:

· Let’s realize who we are dealing with!  God is in us.  
God is in us.  The completeness of God is in us.  This isn’t Jr. God or apprentice God.  This isn’t a watered-down God or a limited version of God.  Knowing who we are, God gave us all He is!
· God went all out to help you follow Jesus?
